Melvil Dewey: Founder of the Dewey Decimal System, Melvil Dewey was born
in New York in 1851. While a student at Amherst College, he worked in the
school library to support his living expenses and stayed on as a librarian after
graduation. After experimenting with different cataloging and organisation
methods for library collections, Amherst College published his work 4 Classifi-
cation and Subject Index for Cataloguing and Arranging the Books and Pam-
phlets of a Library. Dewey has been named the “Father of Modern Librarian-
ship” and even helped created the American Library Association in 1876.

Treasures in the Library

Many of you will have heard of the John Parsons
collection which is based in the library. In 1989 local author John
Parsons donated the majority of his fishing books to the library -
398 of them - with publication dates from 1800 to 2004. This is a
closed collection, which means that you can't take them home, but
are available to read in the reference section of the library.

John Parsons is the author of many fishing books himself such as 4
Taupo Season and A Fishing Year. Most recently he and Christine
McElwee published the Tribute to Western Bay Lake Taupo.
