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NEW PLANTING FOR
TONGARIRO STREET

Have you seen the new plants and trees going in the gardens
on Tongariro Street? Our team is removing and replacing
vegetation along the busy stretch of road to make it safer and
give it a vibrant new look. Its all part of looking after the place
we love!

The road is the main route into town for many of our visitors
and we want to make sure it looks good for summer. We also
know some of the plants have been encroaching on to the
road recently and want to improve visibility for motorists and
pedestrians.

Parks operations manager Andrew Moor said the old
garden in the median strip of the street consisted of tired or
deteriorating plants.

The work is being funded out of the parks and reserves
maintenance budget.
