The intersection of Paora Hapi and Ruapehu streets is 
being upgraded, with motorist and pedestrian safety 
the number one priority. 

The Woolshed Taupō is situated on one corner of the 
intersection and owner Kathryn Anderson  is happy the 
upgrade is going ahead.

“We know there will be some inconvenience during 
the construction but we’re really looking forward to 
the new intersection. There is a lot of foot traffic here, 
and so making it safer is much appreciated. Taupō is 
such a pretty town and I think this will only add to 
that,” she says. 

Landscape architect Fraser Scott says the intersection 
will have a more modern design and be built out of 
timber, stone and concrete, similar to what has been 
done at the Ruapehu/Roberts Street intersection. As 
well as looking more visually appealing, the design will 
also improve visibility for all road users and pedestrians.  

Work on the upgrade will begin July 23 and is due to 
be completed by mid-October, weather permitting. 
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
