Thanks for opportunity to contribute and question 
 
We don’t believe the Council Admin Buildings should be in the CBD, for a variety 
of reasons. Traffic congestion and carparking for Council staff, and run of the mill 
Council Business is not necessary there. 
-How many staff currently, walk cycle or use public transport to work, and how 
much room would be required for staff and those requiring Council services? 
Vibrancy is a very hard concept to pin down. 
“Every neighbourhood ,plaza, square,park, waterfront, market and street can be 
vibrant, but if people don’t feel like they can contribute to shaping their places 
vibrancy cannot exist” 
Locals visiting Council Offices for everyday business does not spring forth to fit 
the  definiton of vibrant.  
If required a small Council Office could be maintained in CBD . 
I urge the Council to consider or re-consider Spa Park/County Ave area for 
Council Offices. 
Would Council consider this a suitable site if a groundswell of local opinion 
opposed the CBD Cultural precinct options? 
Council Buildings do not have to be grandiose , the public just needs to have easy 
access to them. 
The Museum does not have to be grandiose or large either, some of the best 
Museums in NZ are Small Town well run and interesting. 
One of the best Museums we have visited was the Vanished World Centre in 
Duntroon, small but riveting. 
The GLC seems to function perfectly well and may just need minor work. 
The idea of CBD connection to the Boat Harbour is a good one, and would be best 
as exclusively pedestrian and cyclist. 
This should be combined with a new pedestrian/cycle bridge across the Boat 
Harbour to Nukuhau. This would be a major attraction, and reduce traffic 
congestion. If only people would get out of their cars and walk or cycle. 
Also Strongly suggest turn the site at 72 Lake Terrace into a park/reserve 
 
In Summary 
-Apply to Central Govt for Regional Funding for a minor upgrade of the 
Museum,Library and GLC. Create pedestrian , cycle access from Cultural Precinct 
to Boat Harbour 
-Build pedestrian/cycle bridge across boat harbour to Nukuhau. 
-Get Resource Consent for Council Buildings at Spa Park, County Ave. 
- Build low impact environmentally friendly , low cost Council Admin and office 
Buildings using NZ products with as much timber and timber product as 
possible.

The other option of the Tuwharetoa St carpark is still a good one as the is more room than the first,
commercial ground floor provides some rental and it is more central with the access roading to be
shifted around the CBD in the future?
Having frontage to 2 roads and a service lane greatly improves vehicle access plus it is a purpose built
structure.
Just hope we get consent for the hotel application ?? that will help with height.
 
My feeling is that the $50Mil with the museum &Council building (unless you guys are VERY confident?)
is a stretch too far when we could be utilising some of that money in other areas to improve
infrastructure and community services and roading? In my view that would facilitate better
development and put Council ahead of the next or continuing wave of investment and change in
town.

'Let's Talk' is the message from 
Taupo District Council about the 
proposals for the Cultural Precinct. 

The four proposals were 
presented to 330 mostly older 
people at a public meeting held last 
week, and consultant architect 
Shannon Joe of Warren & 
Mahoney said the consultation 
work done so far had produced 
valuable results.

"We've got 52 pages of 
consultation. Tb.is Jed to the 
identification of 16 points. 

MThe next step is to come up 
with a masterplan for a cultural 
precinct to ere.ate a place we can
call home, a place that we can call 
our own." 

Shannon explained that the 
consultation process had identified 
things people want a cultural 
precinct to be: family friendly, give 
a sense of place, a sense of
legibility, value for money and

multifunctional. The consultation 
bad also identified things people 
didn't want the culturaf precinct to 
be: administration buildings, 
carparking and a lo� of green 
space. 

As part of his presentation 
Shannon said that it was his 
opinion that Boat Harbour and the 
beach needs to be easier to find, 
that there needs to be a better 
connection between the town and 
the lake. and that the design needs 
to address the 'wall' along 
Tongariro St that effectively splits 
the town in half. 

"The prevailing wind is very 
strong. We have got to come up 
with a design that's good on a
windy day," said Shannon. 

A question and answer

followed, with the audience 
focusing on whether or not the 
cultural precinct should contain 
administration buildings to which 
Shannon responded by asking the 
audience whether they were ready 
for change. The overwhelming 
response was· yes'. He then asked

if they wanted a cultural precinct 
to which only one third of the 
audience responded ·yes·. 

Others who are in support of 
administration buildings being 
included in the cultural precinct 
area said it was important to create 
a civic heart, and that locating 
council workers there would 
create activity and encourage 

community engagement. 
The mood at the meeting was 

mostly against the proposal, in 
contrast to a meeting with 
business and retailers the evening 
before, where the reception was 
mainly positive. 

People were keen to see more 
vibrancy in the area, more people 
and the opportunity to create a 
civic heart for Taupo if issues such 
as car parking, police access and 
traffic flow could be dealt with 
adequately. 

Photographer and Taupo 
Chamber of Commerce and 
Industry board member Jeremy 
Bright, who was at the business 
consultation meeting, said people 
could get past the issues that 
needed to be resolved and see the 
opportunity that existed to tap into 
extra funding from government 
and other sources. 

"The buying power with a 
cultural centre and arts centre is 
hugely increased. We can all see 
that and we want it." 

Once a decision has been made 

on the preferred option of the four 
presented, then the community 
will have an opportunity to 
consider it against two other stand­
alone council building concepts. 

All four of the cultural precinct 
options will use some of the 
existing buildings in the area, 
including the Great lake Centre 
and library, and strengthen the 
green open spaces ancf the 
connections with one another to 
create new public areas for the 
commWlity. 

The options all include a new 
museum and a building for 
council· s administration functions. 

Car parking will be merged into 
the landscape design and located 
as clusters within the site and on 
the bounding roads.

I returned to work today after being out of the country on leave to find that I had missed the deadline in
respect of making a submission regarding the proposed Taupo Cultural precinct.  I am hoping you are able
to accept a late submission.
 
I am writing this submission on behalf of NZ Police. 
 
NZ Police are immediate neighbours, to the proposed cultural precinct.  I acknowledge that I may stray into
giving what can be potentially described as a personal view.  I would like to address that possible
perception of a potential conflict of interest by informing you from the outset that my views are long held
and formed by working as a member of Police on this site since 1985 and crucially over that time working
in partnership, particularly with Taupo District Council Staff to improve the safety of all who live, holiday or
pass through Taupo.
 
From the outset I can say that I and the Taupo Police support to concept of a cultural precinct on the land
identified in the proposals.
 
History background and overview.
NZ Police have been located on their own land, adjacent to the Taupo Courthouse and in the immediate
vicinity of the proposed cultural precinct for well over 100 years.  The Armed Constabulary established
themselves on the land were we currently sit for geographically strategic reasons.  These include the
Waikato River draining from Lake Taupo in the immediate vicinity.  Tuwharetoa occupying two significant
sites across the river.  Telephony (Telegram) services were starting across the country and the site leant
itself to an area that the Government could operate from.  Roads were being built and passed close by. 
 
Over time the Tongariro Domain became the heart and soul of the Taupo Community.  At varying times the
District Council had a number of its building in the immediate area including the information centre, its
administration building and also the very popular and well used memorial hall. The museum has been

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located in the area.  The Department of Internal Affairs operated from the Boat Harbour and as I
mentioned the Taupo Court has had a long presence.  Who could forget the iconic Post Office situated very
strategically in the domain.   Over all those years the locality of the proposed cultural precinct became a
very important place for people to gather, meet, discuss, do business and decide the very future of the
town. Sport has been played in the location since Taupo’s early days.  All these activities bring people into
the locality to enjoy themselves, conduct business, meet and decide the towns future.  The geographical
area lends itself to views, leisure and feeling good about ones-self. Since 1986 I have seen the proposed
cultural precinct area improve and develop into a location that has important amenity value for locals and
visitors alike.      
 
After working daily from the proposed site since June 1986 I have the view that careful development of the
proposed cultural precinct site is an absolute imperative.  Further, the historical context of the site- given
its history of being a place where residents meet to enjoy the themselves in the location, come to conduct
business, gather to view and become educated about our history and lastly where important democratic
decisions have been made, requires the inclusion of our towns important institutions in the cultural
precinct plans.           
 
NZ Police
The NZ Police strategic plan, attached above, is a one page document outlining the why we are here, what
we do and how we do it. The document focuses all members of the NZ Police on reducing victims,
community safety, preventing harm and working in partnership to achieve those goals.  Police in Taupo
work closely with all types of groups and organisations to achieve these goals.  Our strategic focus in Taupo
won’t change regardless of what decision is made regarding the cultural precinct.  However it is Police
opinion that a well-designed, constructed and community accepted cultural precinct will provide the
environment and facilities to make the residents of Taupo proud.  A community that is strong and proud
will achieve outcomes of increasing  community involvement and improving community participation. 
Those outcomes align closely to the Police strategic plan and are supported by Police.  
 
Current use – an observation.
As a near and pretty much the only neighbour in the area for many years and also an observer of change
and the behaviour that is associated with it;  I have noticed the area identified as within the scope of the
cultural precinct has developed in an ad-hoc seemingly haphazard way over time. While there are reserve
management plans and policy considerations and improvements have been made generally speaking the
current situation of multiple and unconnected usage seems to have developed without oversight. 
Currently there are large areas that are fenced off or not open for the enjoyment of all residents and
visitors.  The roading situation within the scoped area is problematic if not dangerous.  Common problems
include vehicles being driven in the wrong lanes, mixing of pedestrians and vehicles creating a level of
uncertainty surrounding the purpose of the area.  Many residents assume that it is their car park, others
there camping ground and still others to conduct unsavoury business including dossing down, drug taking
and other unseemly behaviour. 
 
The particular problem that Police have currently is that access to and egress from our site is difficult. 
Access and egress is an ongoing matter particularly at certain times of the year and especially when
significant events are operating.  Further discussion regarding this issue would be appreciated.                   
 
The planned and staged creation of a cultural precinct offers a rare chance to create an area that is
functional, well designed and fit for purpose.  All of which allows for vision and gives purpose and longevity
to the proposed area.   This is a laudable proposal and I congratulate the Taupo Council for having the
vision and showing the leadership to consult, engage, decide and build a cultural precinct in Taupo.

Philanthropist Denis Adam changed the cultural landscape of New Zealand.
The arts godfather, who died on Wednesday at the age of 94, has left a legacy that can be seen in a
thriving music and arts sector.
Denis and his wife Verna started to collect art in the 1960s. In 1975 they established the Adam
Foundation to consolidate the ownership of this growing collection.
The Foundation's activities later extended to support arts in general, with a focus on emerging
artists.
 
Their biggest donation was $1 million to Victoria University to help build the Adam Art Gallery –
Denis and Verna gave the principal sum to establish the gallery in 1998.

Enterprise Great Lake Taupo (EGLT) is the economic development agency for the Taupo district, and we are
charged with growing the local economy.  Our strategic objectives are closely aligned to those of Taupo
District Council (TDC), in that we wish Taupo district to be the home of competitive, innovative and
sustainable business.
The Board of EGLT have reviewed the proposed Cultural Precinct Project options, as well as attending
recent consultation events facilitated by the project team.  We also considered the references to such a
project in the Commercial & Industrial Structure Plan and the District Economic Strengthening Study.
We didn’t reach a collective conclusion as to which of the four options is our preference.  However, we did
wish to submit strongly in favour of the cultural precinct concept, and the matrix assessment Councillors
will be using to determine the final option.

This project is an opportunity to create a vibrant village square type setting
where people of all ages look to spend time just playing, sitting, talking, mingling
and communing with each other and nature.  The physical health and wellness of
the community would improve along with the obvious social benefits. Story Place
should be closed to vehicular traffic and the whole precinct transformed into a car-
free zone apart from limited access at the northern end via Redoubt St and at the
southern end along Ferry Rd for access to the Police Station, and Courthouse and
for people with disabilities who need access to the site via car. 

b.         Connectivity - the whole precinct should be designed to maximise
connectivity with the immediate surroundings, especially the Town Centre. A wide
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pedestrian bridge (as wide as a road) over Tongariro St flowing into Heuheu Street
would benefit from  being vehicle free upon entering the precinct. All design
elements should also allow for greater connection to, and less impact on, the
environment through the use of sustainable and locally sourced materials. Te Kura
Whare in Taneatua is a recent example of sustainability and environmental
connectedness as part of a major building development.

c.         Active staff, active community- the precinct should prioritise active
transport principles in its design. Physical activity promotes longevity, overall
physical health and mental wellbeing. Active transport can replace many car trips
and reduce congestion and our carbon footprint. In a precinct like this the location
of bus stops, cycleways and sheltered footpaths can contribute significantly to a
more active community.

           
2.         Toi Te Ora recommends Council refers to the Healthy Built Environment

Toolkit in its design and decision making and, in particular, the Transportation Networks
and Natural Environments components of the framework. In addition we suggest the
Council consider the Guide to the Healthy Streets Indicators as part of the consultation.
 These offer best practice guidelines to ensure that the precinct design maximises health
and wellness opportunities.

·         that the public want clear view shafts from the South Domain through to
the lake and mountains.

·         Public access to the bowls club grounds.

·         Public access through the grounds to Ferry Road from the South Domain.
 
To achieve these objectives, we submit the following for consideration:
 
Phase one:
 

·         The fence between the old and disused green, which was erected by the
council without consultation with the club, be demolished permanently and no
other restrictive barrier erected.

·         The fence between the club's south boundary and Ferry Road be
demolished and replaced, only along the length of the two greens, with a clear
polycarbonate "pool style" fence.

·         The ponga fence on the north boundary, between the Rose garden and the
club,  be removed, creating open space for transition through the club grounds
to Ferry Road, and no other restrictive barrier installed.

·         The concrete block fence on the eastern boundary of the bowls club be
demolished and no other barrier erected.

·         New  landscaping within the club grounds,  with plantings and paths, to
compliment both new landscaping on the northern side of the club grounds
and the existing landscaping in the south eastern domain gardens

 
Phase Two:
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·         The construction of a deck along the front of the southern side of the club
pavilion, overlooking the lake and mountains with a 1.8 high, glass balustrade
surround and shrubs along the lower sides. Tables and chairs with sun
umbrellas will compliment the deck where coffee, tea and snacks will be
served from the club cafe, for bowling club members and the public. (See
attached illustrations)

 
Phase Three:
 

·         The current dock on the western car park side of the building to be
demolished and replaced with a new entrance for the club rooms. And the
planned final phase of the interior refurbishment for the ladies toilets. (See
attached illustration.)

 
Objective:
 

·         In order to achieve compatibility of the overall design objects of the 
Master Planning Design Team, all fencing is to be removed as detailed in this
proposal which will give access to the club grounds, where the public may
watch the activities of the bowlers for which suitable permanent seating will be
installed for this purpose. Note, the public have regularly watched bowling on
the club greens and this proposal will enable a better experience for them.

·         Further, the public is and has always been encouraged to try bowls, using
the club facilities.

·         With the removal of all fencing, direct access is available for transition
from the domain to Ferry Road and beyond, through the club precinct.

·         To provide a suitable environment for the public and club members to relax
over refreshments, while enjoying views from the deck to the lake and
mountains, or around the greens, watching bowls. This facility will be the only
provider of refreshments planned for the South Domain, with a view.

·         To provide a friendly environment, similar to the Rotorua Bowling Club,
located in the Government Gardens, near the Rotorua central business area.
(See attached illustrations.)

 
Conclusion:
 
The club was established on this site in 1952 and has been developed as an
important community facility where it provides its members and the public with a
healthy activity that contributes to the community well being.
 
It pays rent and rates to the District Council which would not be received if the
grounds were returned to open park and gardens.
 
Taupo Bowling membership is steady at 102 members who play bowls four time each
week, both summer and winter, plus tournaments during the summer season,
attracting participants from around New Zealand.
 
The club also attracts numerous organisations from New Zealand and Australia who
travel to Taupo to play bowls for the reasons below and these visitors would be lost
to other bowls clubs with attractive locations. They include Australian Police Teams,
50 players annually, ANZ Bank, 20 players, Grant Thornton, 90 players, Australian
Representative bowlers, 30 players. These contribute to tourism in Taupo. Also,
there are many regular NZ based, visiting bowlers who join in with club roll ups and
tournaments.

The attraction to the public for holding functions at the club are:



o   The View.

o   The attractive and well maintained clubrooms, greens and
surrounding grounds.

o   The proximity to the CBD

o   The proximity to accommodation.
 
As an important community facility, the club leases the pavilion for weddings,
conferences and team bonding, where participants hire the bowling greens.
 
In the twelve months to March 2018, the club hosted 52 functions held in the
pavilion, accommodating over 1000 people, most of whom were from the Taupo
community. So far this year, confirmed forward bookings have been received that
will cater for a total of 1600 participants during the financial year.
 
In addition, the club offers the facilities,  free of charge, for fund raising to non-profit
organisations from within the community such as the Motor Neuron Association,
annual walk.

FEEDBACK ON THE COUNCIL’S PROPOSAL TO BUILD ITS                                              
  ADMINISTRATION BUILDNG ON OUR DOMAIN 

I have lived in Taupo for 52 years (and holidayed here for 9 years before that) and absolutely love it:  the 
views, parks, gardens, the community, cultural activities, events, facilities, the development so far.     

I will not comment specifically on Options A, B, C or D as I do not agree with the Council Administration 
building being on our Domain. I attended the public meeting on 3rd October,2018.   

To assist me, I searched your website and finally found and read the 2005 Tongariro Domain Reserve 
Management Plan.  

My comments are:- 

1. In 2009 and 2010 many citizens objected to the Council’s promotion to build its Administration building 
on our North Domain.   Our objections were not just for it being on the North Domain, but for it being on 
the Domain.  This repeat proposal is wearying and wearing.       

2.    The town is growing but the Domain area won’t.  It appears that the Council is intending to get rid of 
the Bowling and Tennis clubs.  Why?  – So the Council can move there instead?!  These privately run 
activities  are recreational and the public can join them if they wish. The Council should be protecting our 
Reserve for its Recreational purpose, and not trying to build an administration block on it.    

3.   Road through to Harbour:  Why? This would take up more land, cause more traffic pollution in our 

recreational area and make the area harder to walk around.  Surely we are being told environmentally to 

use our cars less?   The area between Story Place and the harbour would better be developed for a nicer 

path and lovely picnic, viewing, recreational area.  

4.   Parking: We were told there will be more parking.  That means less pedestrian and recreational area.  

The Council’s staff, currently about 160 we were told, so say 140-150 cars, but plus visiting consultants, 

trades (no, not all use electronic services and on many occasions electronic services are not sufficiently 

helpful), conferences, meetings.  And that is not even allowing for the Council administration to grow.   

5.  The Great Lake Centre must have priority for room to expand in the future. 

6. Buses:  What an astonishing idea – that buses could be moved to Ferry Road which is part of our 

Reserve!  Buses are a business, and would cause traffic congestion on Ferry Road & through the Harbour.   

And we’ve only just managed to get rid of the camper vans!  I do not agree for the bus stops to be 

anywhere on or near our Domain Reserve.  This causes added pollution to our recreational area.   

I do not agree with the proposal to build the Taupo District Council offices on our Domain.   I have no 
problem with where they are now or would suggest they be incorporated into the Waiora House.

The transport strategy is in its early stages, and is a project that will need to be closely linked to the
Cultural Precinct Project. On all of the four options, Tongariro Street is likely to become more pedestrian
friendly, which will require traffic that is currently using Tongariro Street as a thoroughfare to be able to
use an alternative route. This in turn may provide additional angle parking opportunities as you have noted.

Dear David
Let me first introduce myself. Coming to Taupo
some 18yrs ago I founded the Double glazing
company now 16yrs ago and which company has
set new standards in the Retro-Glazing industry
for installation of Double Glazing in existing
homes. Although now retired as a local company
we have developed specialised systems profiles
and specialised IP for the glazing industry. The
company has grown and through our four
agencies now cover the majority of the North
Island as well as being the only company in our
portion of the glazing industry to take major
national awards.
 
Having retired now around 2 years ago I seem to
be following in the footsteps of my forefathers
who were active councillors. In this area you
may recall that I made a 20min presentation to
the TDC regarding the asbestos issues in the
former CAB in Lake Tce. At that time, I made
clear reference to Dowdell, Clearsafe and Ward
Company reports indicating that it was
unnecessary for the staff move thus saving now
in excess of $3million and was subsequently
verified by the demolition report before the
building was removed. At that time, I also
communicated with a number of the councillors
both before and after the meeting and
presented a number of questions that have to
this date not been answered.
 
My original purpose was to present my thoughts
re the location for the new CAB and had very
clear ideas for its positioning the area adjacent
to or near the library Court and Police
Headquarters. I had spent over 100hrs in
researching the topic however with some
further research having been completed I would
ask you to carefully consider the following
thoughts for discussion. I believe this is crucial to
the whole project and in view of bad decisions
having been made in so many places both in NZ
and overseas needs addressing.
 

THE CIVIL DEFENCE EMERGENCY
OPERATIONS BASE
WHAT HAPPENED TO THE CIVIL DEFENCE
EMERGENCY OPERATIONS BASE (CDEOB) BUILT



WITHIN THE NEW COUNCIL ADMINISTRATION
BUILDING (CAB)
 
Nearly a year ago it was all the word – the old
Lake Terrace CAB did not meet the specs
required for a CDEOB. The old CAB was built to
IL2 Spec while a new CAB requires an IL4 Spec.
This spec provides for buildings with special
disaster management functions and not be
located within recognised hazard zones.
 
Buildings situated within the triangle created
from the Fire Station to the Harbour to the
Control Gates returning to the Fire Station are
within an area highly susceptible to liquefaction
in a significant earthquake or Tsunami event. In
fact the town end of Lake Terrace to the
Waikato River and beyond is riddled with
earthquake faults. History records that in 1922 a
5.5mtr Tsunami struck the Whakaipo Bay area as
a result of an earthquake taking with it a building
and property. (Taupo Museum).
 
The recent proposals for a new CAB in Storey
Place housing the CDEOB would be sited slap
dab in the centre the greatest hazard risk! This
means that there would be no easy access for
either emergency vehicles or personnel. A
CDEOB must be located where neither
Earthquake, Tsunami, Liquefaction nor Volcanic
Interruption can affect disaster management. (It
should be pointed out that the active
Horomatangi Reef lies not far from the hazard
zone.)
 
It appears that we've become deceived by the
sweet talk of a Cultural centre, New Museum, an
Atrium, Library extension and new Council
Administration Building. We are told that the
majority cost would be financed by Govt.
however I have recently learnt their assistance
would only go to the replacement of the
Museum which leaves the Taupo Rate payer
facing a figure of around $67million.
 
I think it's time we got back to reality and face
the fact that Storey Place along with the former
Lake Terrace site and the Heu Heu St "between
the pumps" are Not suitable for the CAB housing
the Civil Defence Emergency Operations Base.
